National Grid Reference - SH607813 
 
1. Take A55 and follow signs Conwy staying on the A55 follow signs for for A55 Bangor 

2. Continue on A55 following signs for Holyhead until you come to the Britannia Bridge (this bride is from the 
mainland to Anglesey, be careful not to miss it, about 400 metres long and signposted Pont Britannia/Britannia Bridge) 

 
3. Over the bridge take the first left (Slip road about 100 meters from end of bridge) following signs for A4080 Menai 

Bridge/Beaumaris 
 
4. At end of slip road, turn right onto the A4080 towards Menai Bride 

5. Continue along the A4080 until you come to a roundabout with a Shell petrol station on the opposite 
side.   Take the second left following for town centre.  Turn left onto the A545 at the junction with HSBC 
Bank on your left and Barclays Bank opposite, following for Beaumaris. 

 
6. Continue on the A545, through Beaumaris (passing the castle on your left), at this point the A545 becomes the 

B5109, continue on the B5109,until you reach Llangoed 
 
7. Go through Llangoed (passing the Spa shop on your right) down a hill, at the bottom of the hill is a small hump 

back bridge. 
 
8. Turn left just before the bridge following signs for Llanddona and Glanrafon 

9. Continue for about 1 mile until you reach Glanrafon (small village with telephone kiosk on left and concrete bus shelter 
on right) continue up a very steep long hill (signposted 17%) 

 
10. Turn right half way up the hill at a triangle of grass with a yellow grit box on it  (Sign Post  ‘Not Suitable for 

Heavy Goods Vehicles’) 
 
11. Continue along for about 100 meters (past a farm gate on your left named Coed Cywydd & Bryn Awelon) and turn first 

left into a small lane  (sign post  ‘No Through Road’ and ‘ Not Suitable For Wide Vehicles’’.  There are usually about 4 wheely 
Bins stored to the right of the signpost) 

 
12. Continue along lane for 300 meters, through S bend and first cottage on left is Llain Delyn
